OhIPL is looking for volunteers to help congregations develop energy use profiles in preparation for energy audits.  Volunteer facilitators will help their congregation prepare for an energy audit, and agree to provide set-up assistance to at least one other local congregation.*  Volunteers must attend a training workshop on Saturday, January 17, from 9:30am-Noon, in the Byrd Polar Research Center on the OSU campus in Columbus.  In this training workshop, participants will learn how to register their congregation in the EPA Energy Star Portfolio Manager system, calculate carbon footprints, and prepare to provide set-up assistance to other congregations.  Participants will each receive a kill-a-watt meter for their own use, and mileage for travel to the workshop will be paid at a rate of $0.40/mile. Workshop includes a tour of the Byrd Polar ice coring research facility.  For more information, contact ohioipl@gmail.com.

I agree to attend the OhIPL Energy Profile Facilitator’s Training workshop from 9:30am-Noon on January 17, 2009.  Before the workshop, I agree to familiarize myself with IPL’s congregational carbon footprint calculator at www.coolcongregations.com, gather the 2008 gas, electric, and other utility bills (12 months total) from my congregation, and register my congregation with the EPA’s Portfolio Manager system at: https://www.energystar.gov/istar/pmpam/, set to share data with the OhIPL master account.  After the workshop I agree to complete my congregation’s carbon footprint calculation using the IPL carbon footprint calculator, complete my congregation’s energy profile in EPA Portfolio Manager, travel to at least one other local congregation receiving an OhIPL energy audit to help them complete the same IPL carbon footprint and Portfolio Manager set-up, input my congregation’s energy use once a month for one year (at least until the end of 2009), re-calculate my congregation’s carbon footprint using IPL calculators at the end of 2009, and report my congregation’s 2009 carbon footprint reductions to OhIPL for awards consideration.

*Your congregation may apply for an OhIPL energy audit through a separate registration form that will be available by Jan. 23, 2009, at www.ohipl.org; due to a grant from Ohio EPA, the up-front cost of OhIPL audits are covered by a one-year no-interest loan, to be repaid into the OhIPL revolving loan fund for use by other congregations into the future (for cost details, refer to the chart below, or click here for more information).  To participate in this Energy Profile Facilitator’s Training, your congregation is not required to receive an OhIPL energy audit, but you will be required to provide the set-up assistance described above to at least one congregation in Ohio that is receiving an OhIPL energy audit.  The OhIPL energy audit revolving loan fund is currently able to cover the up-front cost of 50 energy audits; OhIPL Covenant Congregations receive first priority for these loans, with remaining funds available to Ohio congregations on a first come, first served basis.
